The Need for Leadership 
Education
In the last fifteen years, Asian Pacific Americans have become increasingly vis­

ible as civic leaders in the greater Silicon Valley region. Many APALI alumni have 

entered the public sphere as trustees of school districts and city council mem­

bers, while others have served in local government or non-profit organizations. 

However the underrepresentation of Asian Pacific Americans in civic leadership 

positions persists.

An analysis of elected office holders in Santa Clara County can be revealing. Even 

in this county where Asian Americans have made great strides in electoral rep­

resentation, with Mike Honda in Congress and Paul Fong in the State Assembly, 

Asian Americans are 32% of the population but only 12% and 15% respectively of 

local city councils and school boards. Of the fifteen cities in Santa Clara County, 

five have no persons of color serving on city council. Of the five Santa Clara 

County Supervisorial positions, none are held by Asian Americans.

f Unfortunately Asian American underrepresentation is even more severe in neigh-

p boring counties and in other civic leadership arenas such as local government

senior executive positions and the boards of major non-profit organizations.
