In this example,
De Anza College’s 2023-24 academic year enrollment at census and student group success rate
for its female students are 65,588 and 79%, respectively.

4. Asdisplayed above, the percentage point gap (PPG) is a student group's course success rate
minus its comparison success rate. In this example, De Anza College’s Latinx PPG is 71% minus
81%, or -10 percentage points. A negative PPG means Latinx students have a lower success rate
than all students who are not Latinx.

5. The additional success needed to erase percentage point gap value provides a way for
practitioners to think of gaps in terms of student successes, and illustrates the number of
additional successes needed to avoid a PPG. Without a PPG, the first condition of the
disproportionate impact calculation is not be met; and therefore, there would be no
disproportionate impact denoted for a student group. In this example, in order for De Anza
College’s Latinx students to not experience disproportionate impact, this student group needed

an additional 3,444 successes (A, B, C or P grades).

groups. In this example, male students are experiencing a negative gap at both colleges,
though Foothill students are experiencing disproportionate impact (tan highlight) while De
Anza College does not have disproportionate impact
